4. TIMES / PARKING 

* Learners who will be sitting on the pavilion must be seated at 06:00. 
These learners must make use of the gate at the Western and Eastern 
side of the Bellville Stadium. It is extremely important to stick to the 
above time. Learners must be dressed in school uniform. 

* Athletes must report to their team managers at 06:10 at the southern 
entrance of the stadium. 

* The procession of athletes starts promptly at 07:10. 
* The prize giving ceremony will take place at 15:15. 
* The meeting should end at 15:45. 
* Parents are responsible for the transport of learners to and from the 

stadium. These learners must be dressed in school uniform.
